Last month we talked about 
the “Great Oil Change 
Myth”.  This month we’re 
going to talk about transmis-
sion fluid & bust the  
 

No Maintenance to 
100,000 miles Myth! 
 
If your home is Houston 
(Garden Oaks is considered 
Houston) then your car lives 
in a really rough environ-
ment.   Stop & go traffic, 
idling, temperatures that ex-

ceed 100° outside & ???? 
under the hood really takes 
their toll on everything car 
related.  Heat kills and that 
includes your transmission... 
 
Sure, you change your oil 
every 3,000 miles, but what 
about the transmission 
fluid?  The transmission 
works just as hard as the en-
gine & it’s oil needs to be 
changed too!  You see, just 
like the engine, the trans-
mission is lubricated by oil 
(transmission fluid) and 
when the oil gets too hot it 
will no longer lubricate.    
 
Your owners manual might 
say to service or flush the 
transmission every 30K, 
50K or maybe even 100K, 
but I’m here to tell you 
they’re wrong!!!  Here, in 

Houston, the transmission is 
way over worked & the 
fluid gets really hot & 
burned.  If you don’t want to 
waste your money buying a 
transmission needlessly, 
then you should flush the 
over worked & under re-
spected transmission at least 
every 15,000 miles (more if 
you idle excessively)!   
 
Wonder how to tell if your 
transmission needs immedi-
ate attention?   
 
Smell the fluid.  If it smells 
burned or looks darker that 
a bright red color, then your 
transmission fluid needs im-
mediate attention. 
 
Again, the fluid gets really 
hot & burns.  Burned oil can 
not lubricate.  Transmission 
dies.  You bleed $3,000.  It’s 
not pretty!  
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Maintenance Means More than Oil
